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Step 1:  Pick a topic you enjoy.  Pick a topic from the list to the right.

You might pick something related to something you have learned, a 
hobby you have, or something of interest to you.  Pick a topic that 
you know you can find information about.


Step 2:  Research – find out as much information as you can.  This makes 
your demonstration more interesting.  How?  Check out the library or “surf the web”.  Ask your parents or teachers for ideas about resources.

Step 3:  Write a one page Informational Report
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4-H Guidelines: 
· Write your Informational Report: it needs to be 1-2 page hand written report or a 1 page typed report in your own words
· Prepare your Visuals: A Good Poster makes us STOP, READ and REMEMBER. Use Key words printed on poster

· Be sure to put your first name and last name and Teacher’s last name on back of poster, if you forget it will not be judged!  
· Staple your report to back of poster

· Projects will be judged.  1st, 2nd and 3rd place winners in each category will be awarded prizes and ribbons.
