Sampling bottles are available from the Extension office. If you do not

have one of our sampling bottles, you can use a new bottled water bottle.

Samples should be collected from the kitchen faucet or from the faucet

used most often for drinking. Fill the bottle with the first-flush of water

that comes from this faucet as if you were filling a drinking glass. You will need a full cup of water to send to the lab.

You can take the sample down to the lab or make arrangements with us and we will send the sample to the lab at the University of Georgia. It takes approximately a week to receive the water sample results.
Water Testing: Bacteria Testing

Cost: $30.00-$32.00

You must stop by our office to pick up a sample bottle for bacteria. The sample will need to be collected and taken to the lab or you can Fed X it to the lab within 24 hour period. The University will not accept samples on Fridays. Call for more information.
Results should be back in about a week.
