She and her “bunnies” are becoming famous as they rack up the covenanted awards of “Best in Show” and “Best in Breed”.  Erica is a Senior 4-Her involved in the Homeschoolers. This is her 5th year of raising and showing rabbits as her 4-H project.
On January 15, 2011 Erick Showed Mini-Rex Rabbits in the Sunshine State Rabbit Club show in Bartow, Florida.   She won in classification  A & B, “ Best of Variety” (color) with Chocalatte (a chocolate buck) , Tizzy (a broken black), Tora (a tortoise doe), Crazy (a broken black doe) and Joy (a ruby-eyed white).  Tizzy walked away with the honors of ‘Best of Breed” and “Best in Show” in the A show.  While Crazy, in the B show, was not about to let Tizzy take the lead, she copped the same honors in show B.  I don’t know who was smiling the biggest, Erica or her dad, Pete!
On February 19, 2011 Erica, Tizzy and Crazy headed to the Georgia National Fair Grounds in Perry, Georgia for the GA Jr. Nationals with a bunch of bunnies…..  So many that she was able to win 6-- 1st places for ‘Best in Variety.”  Next Tizzy and Crazy walked away with “Best of Breed“ and ”Best in Show”  in their respective categories.     
March 26th 2011 found the Conner’s and their rabbits in North Georgia at the Conyers Show.  At this show Ericka had to have help to carry away all the plaques, trophies and ribbons her rabbits were winning.  She won 9-- 1st place “Best of Variety”, 2—1st Place  “Best Opposite of Breed, 3 1st place “Best of Breed” and Tizzy again took the top honor of being selected Reserve Champion in Show C.  Tizzy is also making other rabbits run scared in these competitions!
