Clara Mae introduced a representative from Ladyslipper Rare Plant Nursery, who gave a program
on planting hanging baskets and other containers. Key talking points were: location of planter,
sunlight, planter materials, soil, size of plants, watering, selection of plants, compatibility, color
coordination, design, maintenance and pruning.

Secretary Joan McFather asked for and received approval of the April 2011 minutes as posted on
line. There was no correspondence. She reminded everyone to sign in.

Treasurer: Diane Walton supplied copies of her monthly report. Cash on hand as of April 1,
2011, was $8,795.36. Deposits in April: $2,253.55, expenses in April: $1,111.62, debit to money
market account: $100.00, leaving a May1 balance in the operating account of $9,837.29. The
money market account balance is $300.05.

Gerry
Slaughter reminded us that the By-Laws require us to present a proposed new slate of officers at the
November meeting. It was agreed that we would continue to have a regular November meeting and
no December meeting. Mary Selden moved that a party be held at Marlow House on Saturday,
November 12; Dalia Lowe-Lavender seconded, and the motion carried. The Social Committee will
take care of arrangements.

Christmas Cookie Swap: By general consensus it was decided not to have the proposed cookie
swap in December.

Chamber of Commerce: Gerald Phillips discussed the advantages of belonging to the Chamber in
relation to the upcoming GMGA Conference here in 2012.
