Cherokee County Master Gardener Committee Descriptions


We want you to find your niche in our great organization! Below are committees and interests that we have in which you may want to get involved.  Please e-mail Russell Brannon and let him know the ones in which you are interested:  rlbsjb@alltel.net .  If we get an overload in the committees, he will let you know and you may select another one or two (or three or four!)

Care and Share  - This committee sends cards to those who are ill.  They take food to the home, if there is a need such as a death in the family.  When someone close to the family dies, this committee sends flowers, plants, or a gift certificate to the master gardener.

County Fair Exhibit – This committee gets together about a month or so before the fair in September and makes plans for the exhibit.  This committee will need help in gathering things to go in the booth, in setting it up and in taking it down.  Someone may need to go water the plants during the fair.  

Demo Garden at Senior Center – If you enjoy playing in the dirt and the company of others while doing it, this is your chance!  This committee keeps the grounds at the Sr. Center and propagates plants for the plant sale.  If you are weak in plant ID, propagation, or plant care this is the one for you to learn more. Farmer’s Market/Plant Clinics – If you enjoy talking casually to the public about gardening, this is your chance. From Memorial Day to Labor Day, this committee’s responsibilities are to staff an ‘Ask a Master Gardener’ booth every Saturday at local farmer’s markets and answers questions people may have about gardening.  When a group calls and wants master gardeners to be on hand to answer questions about gardening, this group is the one who sets up plant clinics. Field Trips –If you are interested in helping get folks together to go on buying trips or see public/private gardens and other education tours this is the committee for you!

Marketing (Garden Book this year) - If you have a sales background or are good at thinking up ways to make us look good, this one’s for you! For more information about the book sale, go to our website at http://www.ugaextension.com/cherokee/anr/documents/GardeningwiththeMasters.pdf . 
Garden Tours – This committee needs someone who can convince folks that no garden is perfect.  This is a great opportunity to see and share the gardens of other local master gardeners, so that we can learn from one another, mistakes and all.

Gardening with the Masters/Newsletter – If you like to write, this committee is for you. This is especially good for those of you who work or who have responsibilities that won’t let you be on a set schedule.  We are always looking for articles to put in the newsletter. If you haven’t read it, go to our website, http://www.ugaextension.com/cherokee/anr/CherokeeMasterGardenersNewsletters.html and check out the newsletter archives. 
Phone Buddies – This committee calls people who do not have e-mail and lets them know what is going on, when meetings are scheduled, etc.  It is crucial to keep these folks in the loop.
Plant Sales – Twice a year, we have plant sales to raise funds to support our projects.  This committee comes to the senior center, helps clean up the plants, and moves them to the plant sale location, works the day during the sell, then moves the ones not sold back to the senior center.

Publicity – If you have a knack for writing newspaper articles, advertisements, or for getting the attention of the community and letting them know about the good things we do, this is where you belong.

Reinhardt/Nature Club – This is for a group of children from R.M. Moore Elementary who meet every week in the spring at Reinhart College Funk Heritage Center in Waleska.  They do activities related to nature, gardening, and the outdoors.  
Seminar Series – If you’ve never hosted a seminar before, you can start out by working with someone who has presented a workshop in the past and share responsibilities on a subject of your choice at either the Hickory Flat Library or the Sr. Center. T-shirts, Etc. – This group pulls together information on items that we like to wear or that has our logo on it and offers them to us for sale.  They collect the money and order the items that we buy, and then distribute them to us when they come in.

Social Committee –This committee helps keep things running smoothly when we have a social gathering at our meetings about 3-4 times a year.  They keep a supply of paper and plastic goods on hand, gather a list of who is bringing what to eat, set up the tables and chairs before the meeting, then clean up after the meeting.  They are also in charge of door prizes and awarding door prizes.

Skill Bank/Speakers Bureau – This committee is available to do talks or arrange to get someone to talk when someone calls in to the Extension Office needing a speaker.  We really need help here.  There were times in previous years that we couldn’t get anyone to come talk, even when they didn’t necessarily want a specific topic; they just needed a program presented and we didn’t have anyone available. Junior Master Gardeners – This is a committee we added in 2007 to see what kind of interest we would have in starting a Jr. Master Gardening program.  In 2008, we started our first Junior Master Gardener program at Hickory Flat Elementary.  The presentations and activities in the Junior Master Gardener Teacher’s Guide are well written and geared to the ages we have in the group.  The lessons are, on the average, 30 minutes long.

Bylaws committee - shall consist of at least 3 members. The committee will recommend amendments to the bylaws as necessary. 

Budget and Finance - shall assist the Treasurer in the preparation of an itemized budget and shall make recommendations as to the collection and disbursement of funds.

Mentoring – the expectation of this program is to help new Master Gardener Interns (Sprouts) with any questions they may have about the class, the group, activities, volunteer hours and even the mid-term and final. In the process, we also hope this connection between Master Gardeners (Big Buds), both seasoned and new will help create many friendships and bonds.
Arbor Day – Third Friday of February each year.  Trees are provided by the Georgia Forestry Commission and given out at the gazebo in downtown canton in front of the Administration Building.
4-H Rabies Clinic – Usually held on the third Saturday of April each year.  This is a fund raiser for the 4-H club that is organized by Trudy Christopher, the 4-H Extension Agent.  Discounted pet vaccinations are provided at local schools by local veterinarians.  There is always a need for volunteers to help with directing traffic, handing out forms, etc.
Landscape Classes – This is a series of in-depth Landscape Design classes offered for couples interested in a do-it-yourself home landscape makeover!  A series of four classes are offered each spring, usually around mid-March.
Habitat for Humanity – A free basic homeowner lawn and plant care seminar is given to new Habitat homeowners and the general public twice a year.  This is a gardening 101 seminar designed to teach homeowners about water-wise landscaping, low maintenance lawn and plant care, increase property values, and add to the joys of homeownership.  There are also opportunities to help out with landscape installation on new homes that are built by the local Habitat for Humanity.
