


What is Senior Public Service Announcement (PSA) for Cotton Boll and Consumer Jamboree? 

A Public Service Announcement (PSA) for Senior 4-H’ers for Cotton Boll and Consumer Jamboree is simply a longer version of the Junior Commercial. 
The public service announcement time length is 90 seconds. The PSA is designed to be an announcement on television or radio that is of public interest.  For example, a utility company might do a series of PSA’s on the subject of saving energy in the home. PSAs are intended to modify public attitudes by raising awareness about specific issues or products.  
For Cotton Boll and Consumer Jamboree, a 4-H’er can use their creativity to inform the public on any aspect of cotton.  Accuracy of information, Creativity, Organization of the PSA, Voice projection, and Overall Quality of the PSA make up the majority of points on the PSA scoresheet. 

A few examples of well known PSA campaigns are:

· "Do you know where your children are?" 

· "Don't Copy That Floppy" 

·  Heritage Minutes 

· "Just Say No" 

· "Crying Indian" (sponsored by Keep America Beautiful) 

· "Love. It Comes in All Colors" 

· McGruff the Crime Dog: "Take a bite out of crime!" 

· NBC's One to Grow On 

· Smokey Bear: "Only you can prevent forest fires!" and "Only You Can Prevent Wildfires!" 

· NBC's The More You Know 

· This Is Your Brain on Drugs 

· Woodsy Owl: "Give a hoot, don't pollute!" and "Lend a hand — care for the land!" 

· Click It or Ticket 

· The Faster the Speed, the Bigger the Mess 

· Above the Influence 

Just remind 4-H’ers that their PSAs should be more like an extended Junior commercial.   Also, there are no rules against the use of props and costumes in PSAs, so we encourage 4-H’ers to think outside the box, and be as imaginative as they can in their Cotton Boll and Consumer Jamboree Public Service Announcements!
