Dodge County 4-Hers are proud to continue the tradition of mastery, generosity, belonging and independence through various 4-H activities and especially by helping the community through several community service projects throughout the year.   Helping our community has become so important to Dodge County 4-Hers because it helps create an awareness in the community of what 4-H is all about and why it is cool to be a part of this exciting club.    

4-Hers this past 2007 school year spent a total of more than 364.5 hours serving their community by participating in projects such as: 

- Collecting 79 lbs of pop tabs for the Ronald McDonald House, 
- Cleaning up the river bed at the River’s Alive project, 
- Helping in set up for the Relay for Life, 
- Having a 4-H exhibit to promote our club at an elementary school PTO meeting, 
- Giving out candy to little kids at the downtown Fall Festival, 
- Collecting $593.00 in change to build a new cabin at Rock Eagle, 
- Giving out over 250 Christmas cards to the residents in the 5 area nursing homes,
- Holding a fundraiser at Wal-Mart for DPA expenses, 
- Handing out trees for the Chamber of Commerce on Arbor Day, 
- Collecting over 40 box tops for education, 
- Holding a book drive and collecting around 30 books for DFACS, 
- Cleaning up our adopted highway for the first time and filling over 24 bags of garbage 
filled (we have picked up more than that this year), 
- Selling 700 + dozens of doughnuts to help in our club fundraiser, and 
- Were teen leaders at the Parent-Kid Connection at the Middle School.  
Our 4-H’ers have been involved so much in the community in fact, that local residents and businesses are starting to ask the Dodge County 4-H Club youth to be involved in events such as, fall festivals at nursing homes, fall festivals for underprivileged kids through the Christian Life Center, canned food drives, community classes for needy women, and other projects.
