One fun filled week of adventure is awaiting you at Camp Rock Eagle - the largest 4-H 
center in the world which is located near Eatonton, GA!  Dooly County will be going to 
Rock Eagle, June 6-10, 2011. 
 

Activities are abundant at Cloverleaf camp. Camp at Rock Eagle is centered around an 
Indian theme. “Tribes” compete all week in sports, class attendance, cottage clean-up, 
& more.  It is a very exciting week of various classes in addition to sports competi-
tions, special performances by camp counselors, and meeting and making new friends. 
Rock Eagle has two Olympic sized swimming pools and one awesome giant water slide!              
 

During the week, all campers will attend classes on crafts, Indian Lore and Living His-
tory, including a nature hike to see the Rock Eagle Mound.  Also, each 4-H’er will be 
assigned to various interest classes that meet daily from Tuesday to Thursday.  These 
classes include archery, canoeing, Healthy living, entomology(insects), conservation, 
forestry, lake ecology, herpetology(snakes), swimming, and wildlife.                                       
6th graders returning to camp for a second year have the option to take classes such 
as high ropes, low ropes, climbing wall, and sailing! 
 

Lodging is made up of 54 cabins.  Each cabin will hold about 18 people. 
 

Swimming at Rock Eagle’s pools is always under the strictest supervision & regulations.  
The “Buddy System” is required, and campers are supervised by adult leaders and cer-
tified life guards.  Those not wishing to swim are offered a variety of other activities.  
Swimming lessons are provided and encouraged for any non-swimmers.  
  
Cost for camp will be $260, which includes transportation, lodging, meals, classes, rec-
reation, t-shirt, chaperones, and insurance.  A payment program is available or you may 
pay in full.  A $75 non-refundable deposit is required when you sign up beginning Mon-
day, February 28th.  A second payment of $65 is due by March 21st, third Payment of 
$60 is due April 18th and final payment of $60 is due Friday, May 13th 
 

Sign up will begin February 28th. Bring your $75 deposit to the Extension Office.  
Office hours are 8 am to 12 pm and 1 pm to 5 pm.  Space is limited! Sign up today! 
 



Refund policy - Refunds will only be given for extreme circumstances and will be handled on 
a case-by-case basis.  Requests for a refund must be made in writing the week of camp.  No 
refunds will be made until the end of the 2011 camping season.  Refunds will not be given for
