MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

As an Effingham County resident, I would like to be considered for the Master Gardener Volunteer Program. I understand classes will be on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 9:00 am – 12:00 noon. The course begins Tuesday, January 24, 2012 and concludes Thursday, April 24, 2012. I understand I should miss no more than two classes and I must receive a passing grade on the final exam. 

In order to receive Master Gardener certification, I will complete a minimum of 50 hours of volunteer service as determined by the Extension Agent in my county. These 50 hours of volunteer service will be completed by December 31, 2012. I agree to maintain a log sheet for verification of volunteer hours, contacts, mileage and educational hours. (Effingham County residents log sheet to be turned in no later than January 13, 2012). After the initial volunteer hours, I understand I must complete a minimum of 25 hours each year to remain certified as a Master Gardener. 
As a Master Gardener, I will not wear my Master Gardener Badge, visor, shirt or use my Master Gardener certificate for any commercial gain or to promote commercial products. 

I understand that enrollment in the Master Gardener Program is limited. The application review, interviews, and class selection is conducted by at least one or more County Agents. After applications are reviewed, selected applicants will be contacted for an interview. Program participants will be selected based on their knowledge, experience, qualification and abilities as noted in the application. The Effingham County Extension program priorities will also be a factor in selection. Decisions of the selection committee are final. 
You will be required to complete a background check before becoming an Effingham County Master Gardener Extension Volunteer.
