 Cloverleaf Camp
Cloverleaf camp for current 5th and 6th graders is at Rock Eagle, July 6-10, 2009. Sign-up begins at 9:00 a.m. on Monday, March 2nd at the 4-H Office.  The cost is $255.00.  This camp fills up fast, so be sure to mark your calendars.

Junior Camp
Junior camp for current 7th & 8th graders will be June 8-12, 2009 at Fortson 4-H Center.  Cost for the week is $275 and includes the cost of White Water park; a day at Stone Mountain Park, including Sky Hike (ropes course), 3D theater, sky buckets to the top of the mountain, and train ride; Thursday Night Thunder at Atlanta Motor Speedway; pizza party; and souvenir t-shirt and tote bag.  A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 2nd.  Final payment is due May 8th.
Nine spaces for Forsyth County junior 4-H’ers will be reserved until March 13th.  After March 13th, junior camp becomes a statewide first come, first served event.   

Senior Camp

Senior Camp for current 9th-12th graders will be held June 29-July 3, 2009 at Wahsega 4-H Center.  Cost for the week is $265 and includes the cost of speakers and socials; a night out in Downtown Dahlonega; a Karaoke Party; a trip to Helen for shopping, tubing and other water fun; and, a souvenir t-shirt.   A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 2nd.  Final payment is due May 8th.  Senior Camp is a statewide first come, first served event.  
Marine Resources Camp
Marine Resources Camp for current 6th-8th graders will be held July 6-10, 2009 at Jekyll Island 4-H Center. Cost for the week is $290 and includes a trip to Cumberland Island; a ride on the Lady Jane shrimp boat; Summer Waves Water Park; special classes like shark dissection; a seafood dinner; and a souvenir.  At this time, no transportation is available.  If transportation becomes available, it will be approximately an additional $50.  A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 2nd.  Final payment is due May 8th.

No one from the Forsyth County Office will be attending this camp; we will all be at Rock Eagle for Cloverleaf Camp.
