Cloverleaf Camp
Cloverleaf camp for current 5th and 6th graders is at Rock Eagle, July 5-9, 2010. Sign-up begins at 8:00 a.m. on Monday, March 1st at the 4-H Office.  The cost is $260.00.  This camp fills up fast, so be sure to mark your calendars.

IMPORTANT – For Junior Camp, Senior Camp and Wilderness Challenge Camp, these costs DO NOT INCLUDE the cost of transportation to and from each 4-H Center for the week of camp. 
Junior Camp
Junior camp for current 7th & 8th graders will be June 21-25, 2010 at Jekyll Island 4-H Center.  Cost for the week is $295 and Includes the cost of a boat trip to Raccoon Key (private island); Summer Waves water park; the Georgia Sea Turtle Center; and, bicycle rental. 

• Transportation will be provided to all activities during the week of Junior Camp and is included in the camp cost. A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 1st.  
Senior Camp
Senior Camp for current 9th-12th graders will be held July 5 -July 9, 2010 at Wahsega 4-H Center.  Cost for the week is $290 and Includes the cost of a train trip in the North Georgia mountains to go tubing or rafting*; a skating and bowling outing; and, parties on the Center. 

Transportation will be provided to all activities during the week of Senior Camp and is included in the camp cost. 

*Senior Campers choosing to go rafting will pay a surcharge of $25 (not included in the above price) for the rafting activity. 
A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 1st.  
Wilderness Challenge Camp 

Wilderness Challenge camp is for current 7th, 8th and 9th graders at Wahsega 4-H Center, Sunday, July 11th – Thursday, July 15th.  Cost for the week is $325 and includes the cost of an overnight caving trip and a whitewater rafting trip. 

• Transportation will be provided to all activities during the week of Wilderness Challenge Camp and is included in the camp cost. A $75 deposit is due at time of registration which begins March 1st.
