Forsyth County Extension Canning & Baking Competition
BIG CHANGES FOR THE 2010 CANNING & BAKING COMPETITION!

We know you work hard to create your entries for the fair, and we want your hard work to be rewarded.  This year, the canning and baking competition will be a little different, and it is our hope that the fine citizens of Forsyth will like it better!  

The entry procedure will remain the same; all goods must be dropped off at the fair in the allotted window on the eve of opening day (see rules section for specific times).  However, this year, instead of the results being on display immediately upon the fair opening, we will have an awards ceremony on opening night.  The judges (who will reveal themselves at the awards ceremony) are well-known in the community, and are excited about just maybe finding the next great Forsyth County culinary star.
Be sure to mark your calendars for Thursday, October 7th at 7pm.  Weather permitting, we’ll gather outside the Extension booth at the fair and publicly announce the finalists and winners in each category.  And, to top it all off, this year winners will be eligible to receive a prize along with the coveted ribbons.  From tickets to the fair, to coupons for food, to discounts off canning supplies, there will be a variety of prizes to go with the vast array of competition categories.  
In addition to the awards ceremony, there are plenty of other changes (including new entry categories, new age brackets, and more), so read this form carefully.  Also different this year, the competition entries will be featured only the first weekend of the fair, so be sure to see the rules section for pick up times.

General Exhibit Rules

1. Entries are limited to bona fide residents of Forsyth County.  No entry fee is required.  Entries must be made by individuals only and must be the work of the exhibitor. 
2. There are three divisions in each class – youth (K-8), teen (high school) & adult. 
3. Exhibitors are limited to one entry per class.  
4. In no event will the fair management or Cooperative Extension be responsible for any injury or loss which may occur while in transit or while at the Fair.

5. Exhibits must be delivered to the Exhibit Hall (old Steam Engine shed) on Wednesday, October 6th from 2:00-6:00 p.m.  Baked goods are available for release on Sunday, October 10th during fair hours or Monday, October 11th between 9-11a.m.  Baked goods left after the deadline for release will be discarded.  Canned goods may be picked up at the same times or left for display the entire length of the fair.  Those left for display will be available for pick up on Monday, October 18th between 9-11a.m.  
6. Judging will be based upon recognized standards of quality, skill and workmanship.
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7. Where there is competition, all prizes may be awarded as long as there are worthy entries.  When articles are not worthy of first prize, judges may, at their discretion, award a prize or prizes of such grade as the articles deserve.

8. Articles without competition will be judged on their own merit and will be placed first, second, third, etc. or no award, as the judges see fit.

9. Ribbons will be awarded from the judges’ record sheets.  There will be no premium checks.

Class Descriptions and Rules

Food Preservation

1. All entries must have been canned during the last growing season.

2. Products should be canned according to the latest USDA information.

3. Label on jar must indicate process date, minutes and method used (water bath or pressure).

4. Judging is done by comparison.  No canning jars will be opened.
***Canned good categories are selected based on prior years’ participation and suggestions.  Entries will be accepted that do not fall into one of the specified categories (“other”), but prizes will be awarded only if competition is present.

Baked Goods
1. A printed or typed copy of the recipe on a separate 8-1/2 x 11 inch sheet of paper must 
accompany each entry.  All recipes become the property of the Cumming Country Fair and Festival.  The contestant’s name, address and telephone number should be printed on the back of each recipe.

2. Entries should be on thin board or disposable plates.  Entries should then be enclosed in a ziptop 

bag (gallon size should suffice; larger ones are available at craft stores if needed---this 

requirement is due to the ant problems we’ve had in previous years).

3.  
Exhibit a minimum of six (6) biscuits, six (6) cupcakes, and one dozen (12) cookies.  Exhibit the whole loaf bread and/or pie.

4. 
Judging is based on taste, texture, and visual appeal of the food; no points will be awarded based 

on plated presentation.
*** The baked goods categories are currently listed based on prior years’ participation and suggestions.  Your entry must fit into one of the established options.  However, the judges retain the right to subdivide categories based this year’s entries/competition.
