Getz, co-chair of the event’s planning committee.  “This event is not only for farmers and landowners with businesses related to agriculture, but for those who have small gardens or an interest in enterprises related to biofuel crops and production, field crops, organic food options, backyard poultry, and sheep and goat feeding and health.”

Inside the new conference center various food samples are expected to be available for tasting including lamb burgers, goat jerky, goat barbeque, sweet corn on the cob, fresh muscadines, and foods made from goat milk such as ice cream and cheese.  There will also be soap made from goat milk for sale.  In the afternoon there will be additional demonstrations and a tour of university facilities.
