
What to Bring to Jekyll 4-H Junior Camp 
 

****Everything should be marked in the child’s name with a waterproof marker.  Please 
note that expensive electronic equipment is easily lost or damaged by saltwater*** 

 
Items to Bring: 
 
• Waterproof sunscreen 
• Linens, blankets or sleeping bag, pillow (Linens are NOT provided at camp) 
• Daily change of clothes and underwear (shorts, tee shirts, etc.  Pack clothes that can get 

dirty and sandy!)  
• Shoes and Socks (Bring at least 2 pairs—one that can get wet and muddy) and/or sports 

sandals with a heel strap – NO FLIP-FLOPS ALLOWED AT CAMP! 
• Towels (wash cloth, shower towels and beach/pool towels) 
• Soap, toothpaste, toothbrush and other toiletries 
• One piece bathing suits or appropriate tankini  
• Rain jacket 
• Sunglasses and/or hat 
• Money for canteen  
• Plastic garbage bag for wet clothes 
• Insect Repellent 
• Money for lunch for bus trip to and from camp as needed.  Please contact your county 

office for this information. 
• Day Pack 
• Water Bottle 
• Camera, film (use of disposables is recommended, mark your full name on camera) 
• Shower Shoes 
• Pen, paper, stamps 
 
DO NOT BRING: 
 
• Knives 
• Radios, video games, or CD players- electronics are easily damaged in this environment 
• Shaving cream 
• Fireworks 
• Chewing gum 
• Excessive amount of cash or items of great value (emotional or monetary)
