On August 29, 2005, Hur-ricane Katrina, one of the most devastating storms to hit the U.S. in recent years, made landfall in New Orleans send-ing thousands to evacuation centers and camps across the country. 
In September 2005, Glynn County Senior 4-H’ers were planning to attend Governor Sonny Perdue’s Georgia Youth Summit at Rock Eagle 4-H Center in Eatonton.But the youth event was canceled to allow Rock Eagle to house 609 Hurricane Katrina victims.

This situation inspired Glynn Senior 4-H’ers to think about their own community and the impact of a storm like Katrina. They wondered how they could use their GIS skills to better prepare our coastal families for a catastrophic storm. As a result, Glynn County Senior 4-H’ers, working in con-junction with both the Glynn County Emergency Manage-ment Agency (EMA) and Geo-graphic Information System Department (GIS), developed an easy to read map called ‘Community Pick-up Locations’ geared at helping those with no

More money for band programs• BOE considers budget increase for GA & BHSBy Matthew J. PermarAt least one Glynn Coun-ty Board of Education (BOE) member believes the local high school band programs need more money and it seems that the additional funding may come to pass.The band issue kind of came out of the blue last week, at least for the Glynn County School System administration.The issue came up during the Tuesday, May 13 Board of Education meeting after board member Ruby Robinson had requested during a previous meeting that a report on band revenues be put on a future agenda.
According to documents the board members were given during the meeting, both Glynn Academy's (GA) and 

County to pay for tornado clean-upBy Matthew J. PermarOn Sunday, May 11 Glynn County received a rare and unwanted Mother's Day gift from Mother Nature - an F-1 tornado that  touched down and damaged areas along U.S. 17 North and the north end of St. Simons Island.An F-1 tornado is on the low end of the Fujita scale, which is named for the meteorologist who developed it, Dr. Tetsuya Theodore FujitaThe damage on St. Simons was in the Sea Palms area where several homes were in the path of the storm.Honeybee Lane on the unin-corporated Glynn mainland near the Federal Law Enforce-ment Training Center was hardest hit in north Glynn.No injuries were reported in Glynn and structural dam-age was limited, according to county officials.Spawned by the same storm, a tornado also touched down in the McIntosh County Indus-trial Park near Darien and demolished the Outboard Reju-venation warehouse, Gateway Behavioral Health Services and the McIntosh Emergency Medical Services.During the Glynn Coun-ty Commission meeting last Thursday, May 15, on a motion by Commissioner Tony Thaw (Dist. 3), whose district was hit by the storm, the commission voted unanimously to spend up to $100,000 to pay for the tornado clean-up.County crews immediately began clean-up efforts of the estimated 35,000 cubic yards of debris, which is mainly on St. Simons. The crews worked through last week clearing roads and removing debris from the county right of way.On Monday, May 12 Gov-ernor Sonny Perdue declared a state of emergency in 13 Georgia counties, Glynn being one of them.
Storm damage is being accessed state wide by the Georgia Emergency Manage-ment Agency (GEMA) to deter-mine if the state will qualify for Turn to Page 5Tornado clean-up
