Tips for creating a prize winning
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Educational Mini-Booth
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· Choose a subject that is interesting to YOU.
· You don’t want to work on a boring booth!  And no one will want to look at a boring booth!  Look at the Project list for ideas and be creative!  Things that are interesting to you can also be educational…Really!!

· Make your posters colorful and neat.
· Use the word processing program on a computer to print out any writing that needs to be on your posters.  Use color posters and back your text with another color of construction paper.  Use text size large enough to be seen from several feet away.

· Include colorful photos or clippings.  Measure your posters to plan how they will fit into the booth before you begin working on them!  See the fair booth dimensions sheet.

· Use “props” or display items in your booth.
· Find things to arrange on the bottom of your booth.  You could also hang display items in your booth. This will add visual interest to your booth and help you illustrate your point.  There is no electricity available for mini-booths.
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Measure carefully when preparing your display!
