Glynn County 4-H



1. Open to 4-H Members in fair area: Brantley, Camden, Glynn, McIntosh and Wayne Counties.
2. Exhibitors must register through their County Agent.
3. Each county or club is responsible for reserving booths through the Glynn County Cooperative Extension by calling 554-7577 or email <robigray@uga.edu> at least two weeks prior to booth set up date.  Quantity maximum per county is limited to 15.  There are 70 mini-booths total.  All unclaimed booths will be assigned on a first come first served basis (waiting list).
4. Booth dimensions will be provided at registration.
5. Each county is responsible for filling each exhibit booth they reserve.
6. Exhibits must be primarily the work of the exhibitor, with assistance by parents, leaders or agents permitted. 
7. No glue is permitted to attach exhibit to booth.  Exhibitors may use masking tape or staples.  Staples and tape must be removed when booth is cleaned
8. No electricity is available for Mini-Booths.
9. All educational displays shall be made and exhibited in the space provided by the Exchange Club in the exhibit building.  No exhibit of any kind or character will be allowed in the aisles or public passageways. 
10. All exhibits must be completed by 5:00 p.m. Sunday October 3, 2010 & dismantled by 5:00 p.m. Sunday, October 10, 2010**
11. No exhibitor passes will be issued for any Educational Exhibit
12. Danish System of judging to be used.
