Persons considered to be mentally challenged may 
participate fully in the 4-H program regardless of age with special permission 
originating with their county agent and being approved by the State 4-H leader.  
Gordon County 4-H does not charge dues or require uniforms; however, there 
may be fees associated with certain events and programs.
