



Frequently Asked Questions


What is 4-H?  The mission of 4-H is to assist youth in acquiring knowledge, developing life skills, and forming attitudes that enable them to become productive,
self-directing, and contributing members of society. The mission is accomplished through “hands on” learning experiences, focused on agricultural and environmental issues, leadership, communication skills, foods and nutrition, health, energy conservation, and citizenship.

Who is eligible? Any youth, ages 9-19 may join 4-H. We begin our school 4-H program in the 5th grade. We have over 800 youth enrolled in Jackson County 4-H.  We conduct in school club meetings in all Jackson County Elementary Schools, Jefferson 5th grade Academy, and Commerce Middle School.

Where does 4-H meet? 5th grade 4-H members meet once a month at school for 45 minutes in one of their regular classes at school. 6th-12th grade 4-H’ers are encouraged to attend once a month meetings called “County Council” at the 4-H office.  Middle School students may have the opportunity to meet during club day at their school. Optional activities are held after school and on weekends.   Most of these activities are held at the Jackson County Extension Office (also called the 4-H office) near the new Jackson County Courthouse. To get the full benefit of the program, these activities are recommended but not required.

How much does it cost? There is no cost to be a member.  Optional activities and trips may have a charge, but if this is a hardship scholarships can be arranged for some activities.

How much time is involved if my child is a member? The only required time is one hour a month during the school day. You can then pick and choose those extra activities in which your child is interested. The time commitment is totally up to you.
