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GOOD POSTERS: 
• Illustrate the ideas you are 

teaching 
• Are neat and orderly 
• Use very few words 
• Are easy to read from the back 

of the room 
• Make use of color, through color 

photos, markers, or crayons 
• Are on white or light colored (not 

neon) poster board 
• Keep nice and flat because you 

don’t fold or roll them 
• Use only your own work (nothing 

printed from the Internet) 
• Use large photos or drawings 

POOR POSTERS: 
• Are crammed full of information, 

little or none of which can be 
seen by the class 

• Have articles or even your entire 
speech printed on them 

• Are messy and tough to read 
• Use no color 
• Contain writing done with a  

pencil or ink pen, meaning it 
can’t be seen from a distance 

• Are on dark or fluorescent  
poster board 

• Have been rolled up and need 
two people to hold them straight 

• Contain tiny photos or words
