Newton County Community Garden At Porterdale

Thank you for your interest in requesting a plot in the Newton County Community Garden at Porterdale!  The process is simple:

· Gardeners complete the Individual Community Gardening Agreement and pay an annual gardening fee of $25.00 per plot.  

· Gardeners may request assistance with the annual fee by completing the Scholarship Request Form.  Scholarships will be awarded in part or in full as funds are available.

· Gardening Agreement and Scholarship Request or annual fee can be turned in at Porterdale City Hall or mailed to Newton County Community Partnership, P.O. Box 445, Covington, GA  30015.  Check or money order only; no cash or credit cards.

· Plots will be assigned first-come, first serve with a select number of plots reserved specifically for Porterdale residents requesting a scholarship.

· Gardeners may request more than one plot, however only one plot per person will be assigned until all initial requests have been filled.  If requests exceed the number of plots available, a waiting list will be formed.  If there is no waiting list and plots remain available (or become available during the growing season) requests for additional plots will be honored.  

· All addresses will be checked to ensure that gardeners are residents of Newton County.

· Gardeners and friends of the garden may sponsor a scholarship by completing the Sponsor A Plot card and sending it with their tax-deductible contribution to Newton County Community Partnership.
