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The Georgia Water Planning and Policy Center announces sign-up opportunities for the 
GEORGIA FARMER PORTAL

The Portal is a free, web-based, farm management system that provides Georgia irrigators a mechanism for making the most efficient use of water possible. A handful of the benefits of using the Portal include:
· Field by field record management of cropping practices featuring annually updated aerial imagery accessible under one secure account.

· Ability to generate reports comparing your operation with others in a user-defined region based on variables such as water use, soil type, seed variety and more.
· Accumulate documented evidence of “reasonable use” in the event of water allocation and also serve as an internal check to ensure water use recorded via the state metering program is accurate.

· Document success of NRCS or other incentive programs on your farm and compile a single electronic database to make future conservation applications much easier to complete.
· Free access to real-time, customized commodity quotes, weather and ag news streamed from DTN.

To begin using the Portal, personnel at the Center will load your fields into the system based on location information and a unique identifier provided by you.  Serial numbers from meters installed via the statewide metering program are commonly used but we can accommodate other requests.  Once this step is completed, a farmer can load all their fields into a single account by following user-friendly prompts on the website.
As part of an NRCS Conservation Innovation Grant received by the Center, EQIP funds are available to incentivize use of the Portal for irrigators in the Spring Creek and Ichaway watersheds in SW Georgia.  Also, high-speed internet kiosks have been set up specifically for farmers to use the Portal at UGA Extension offices in Terrell, Calhoun and Seminole Counties as well as the Miller County Farm Bureau office.
