1. All entries must follow the USDA/Extension canning guidelines.   
 
2. All entries MUST have labels with canner name, class and lot  number. 
 
3. This is an ADULT ONLY competition.  Exhibitors must be 19 years of age or older. 
 
4. Clean, standard (quarts, pints, half-pints, or quarter-pints) canning jars with new 

standard lids and rings (rust free) left on must be used.  NO other jars will be 
accepted or judged. 

 
5. All entries must be sealed to be entered.  Entry should be clean - sides of jar, 

under band and on top of lid. 
 
6. NO more than ONE entry may be made in one lot by any one individual. 
 
7. All entries must have been canned since the 2010 fair.  Old canning will be 

disqualified. 
 
8. Premiums will be:  1st place - $6.00     2nd place - $4            3rd place - $2. 
 Grand Champion $20. 

You CANNOT leave your canning entries at the Kiwaniannes Needlework or Kiwanis 
Office.  Items MUST be delivered to the fairgrounds at the 4-H Exhibit booth 

 on the day of registration.
