The market gives local growers the opportunity to sell their produce.

RULES FOR STEPHENS COUNTY FARMERS’ MARKET 

1. Only paid members of the Stephens County Farmers’ Market are allowed to sell at the Market and those who pay a daily use fee.  The fees are $20 annual or $5 per visit for daily use.

1. All products sold at the Market must be grown in Stephens County, or in adjacent counties. You cannot buy produce from other sources to sell at the Market.  Any deviations from this rule must be approved by the Board of Directors (BOD).

3.
Each member must have his name and address displayed plainly on his vehicle so that customers can see who they are dealing with. 

1. Each seller must be required to keep his area clean and not leave anything behind that might be objectionable. A personal trash can is a good idea.

1. Public relations with shoppers are most important. All sellers at the market are encouraged to be friendly, courteous, truthful, and honest. Customer complaints will be looked into and any seller who continues to have customers complaining about his products will not be permitted to participate in the Market.  This will be determined by the BOD.  All complaints should be brought to the attention of the president of the association.

1. All problems relating to the Market should be discussed with the Market Board of Directors.
1. Parking for vendors is on a first come basis.

Vendors must sell all items by the container, bag, or item. Weight scales are not to be used, since they have to be inspected regularly by the Georgia Department of Agriculture.

All sellers must abide by the posted minimum prices. Please clearly indicate the price of all items.  (See attached)
10. Bring plenty of paper or plastic bags for your customer’s purchases.

11. All products for sale must comply with requirements and regulations of the Georgia Department of Agriculture.  Suggested items for sale at the Farmers’ Market would be all types of fresh vegetables, fruits, nuts, plants, cut flowers, herbs and any other products made from crops grown on the farm.

The Stephens County Farmers’ market reserves the right to inspect any members’ farm or place of production at any time.  Such inspections may or may not be announced.  The primary purpose will be to determine whether the member is in fact producing all he or she is selling at the market and in the manner claimed in the application and in booth signage.  There will be at least two mandatory inspections one in June and one in August.

13.
The Stephens County Farmers’ Market Membership Rules will be enforced by the BOD.  If a vendor is suspected of violating one or more of the rules, the BOD will address the issue and, after giving the vendor an opportunity to be heard, will determine whether there has been a violation.  If the BOD determines that there has been a violation, the BOD will take whatever action it, in its sole discretion, deems appropriate and just.  The BOD retains the right to limit or revoke any vendor’s membership in the Farmers’ Market.

All rules and regulations set forth by the GA Department of Agriculture will be adhered to in addition to the Stephens County Farmers’ Market Rules.
