




















Good air circulation around the potatoes will re-
duce storage rots and sprouting. Use a slotted bin or
other similar container.

Do not store potatoes with fruit. Ripening apples
and other fruit give off a plant hormone, cthylenc,
which can make potatoes sprout prematurely.

Some potatoes will get sweet in storage. Potatoes
have a certain amount of starch in them that will con-
vert to sugar when they are stored. This sugar is used
to sustain the potato in storage. However, many times
the sugar is not used up and imparts a sweet taste to
the potato. If potatoes are taken out of storage and
allowed to recondition (convert sugar back into
starch), the sweetness will be lost. If potatoes are
taken out and fried without reconditioning, the sugar
will caramelize and browning will occur, especially
on chips.
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
