 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1GETTING  STARTED :  4-H MINI BOOTH

1. Determine what EDUCATIONAL subject you want to cover in your mini booth.  (Examples: butterflies, baseball, horses, dogs, cats)  It can be a hobby, a school project, or something that you are active in.  
2. Your CLOVERLEAF OR JUNIOR (4-8TH GRADES) booth will have 3 sides.  The booth is about 4 feet wide, 29 inches deep and 35 ½ inches tall.  The sides must contain EDUCATIONAL information.  The back of the booth will contain the title poster and it may contain more information. You MAY use a tri-fold exhibit board. You will also need visuals to put in the floor of the booth.  These need to fit with the information on your posters. 
3. SENIOR 4-Hers (9-12th GRADES) will have a “Perry Style” booth with 
    2 sides and a floor.  The booth sides are 30” long by 24” high and the front 

    of the booth is 36” wide to form a triangle.  Each booth must be free-standing  

      and can be constructed of cardboard, foam board, or light plywood. 
4. Information needs to be short and to the point.  Letters need to large enough to read at a distance.  Information to go on the posters should be typed on the computer, not handwritten.  Make your booth attractive and colorful.
5. If you have trouble finding information to go with your subject, call the 4-H office at 287-2456 and we will help you. Places to obtain information for your mini booth: internet (google, yahoo, ask.com etc)   4-H office, school teacher, school library, public library, magazines. 
6. You also need pictures to go with your subject.  You can get pictures from the internet, in magazines or books.  They need to be large enough to see easily (at least 5 x 7 inches or more)
7. GET BUSY!!!!    YOU MUST PUT UP YOUR EXHIBIT ON WEDNESDAY, NOV. 4, THURSDAY NOV 5 OR FRIDAY NOV 6 FROM 1:00 UNTIL 6:00 AT THE FAIRGROUNDS. ALL BOOTHS MUST BE FINISHED BY FRIDAY!
8.  EXHIBIT TAKE-DOWN IS SUNDAY NOV 15 fROM 1:00 – 5:00 OR MONDAY NOV 16 FROM 9:00 UNTIL 5:00.   All staples and items must be removed before prize money is given!

An example of visuals for this booth may include: comb,  brush, water dish, food dish, cat food, litter box, toys, shampoo for bath, etc.  Booth may be lined with paper, material,  plastic covering, or anything else that compliments your booth.
